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Get insurance. If you are renting, you will only need insurance for your 
belongings. If you own your home, you will need buildings insurance as well. 

Register with the gas/electricity companies. 

Get the telephone connected in your name. 

Register for rates. If you are renting privately, you may not have to pay rates. 

Register to vote. 

Register with a new doctor and dentist. 

Get a TV licence. 

Find out when your rubbish will be collected, and where you can store 
rubbish in between collections.
